= The process of deinstitutionalization in the
United States that occurred mainly in the
1960s and 1970s, Still going on today In
our jurisdiction (SMHC/MDC)

= The model of civil iInternment was a
medical model. With the introduction of
civil law to those held in mental hospitals
at the insistence of the legal profession, a
new “legal model” of civil internment
began to take shape.
